• EAA-member pilots flew more than 78,000 
young people last year, a four percent 
increase over 2008.   

• In addition, 1,256 pilots flew their first 
Young Eagles missions last year, meaning 
that more than 43,000 pilots have now 
flown Young Eagles since the program's 
inception  
in 1992.   

• The program also surpassed that 1.5-
million mark in October when a California 
pilot flew a 16-year-old boy.  

• Beyond the numbers, it was a very 
noteworthy year for Young Eagles as well. 
 Sully Sullenberger and Jeff Skiles 
succeeded Harrison Ford as co-chairmen. 

• Sporty's Pilot Shop made its online pilot 
training course available to Young Eagles 
at no charge.  

• EAA added a youth programs manager to 
help develop next step opportunities for 
youth after the initial flights.  

• The Young Eagles monthly e-newsletter 
also saw its subscriptions increase to more 
than 86,000 - an increase of more than 
20,000 subscribers.   

In all, it was an outstanding year made possible by 
EAA-member volunteers both in  
the cockpit and on the ground.  It also gives us an 
outstanding foundation to introduce more young 
people to aviation in 2010.
